The Six Gifts of Hospitalit Top of Page

This is the last lesson in our Tuesday Morning Ladies Bible study on the Six Gifts of Hospitallity.
The Gift of Benevolence

Benevolence is looking after the material needs of people i taking care of the less
fortunate. The worthy woman in Proverbs 31 gives a great example of benevolence. Paul also
wrote in Romans 2:13 that we are to share with God
the Bible that demonstrated this benevolence was Boaz. Ruth 2:15 -16, Job 31:16 -22, and

Tabitha, Acts 9:36. Jesus remin ds us in Luke 14:12 - 14 that we should not give hospitality only

to those who can repay us, but also to those who have no way of repaying. Plus, we cannot

forget to look at what Jesus told the rich young man to do in Mark, 10:17 - 21. He was not ready
to cha nge his life, so he went away sorrowful. Sharing was exemplified by Cornelius in Acts

10:2 i he gave generously to those in needs . John reminds us in 1 John 3:17 that if anyone has
material possessions and sees his brother in need but has no pity on him, ho w can the love of
God be in him?

The Significance of Clothing
Clothing was introduced in Genesis after Adam and Eve had sinned and realized they
were naked. In Genesis 3:21 it says that God made garments of skin to clothe them. Jesus

reminds us not to be too preoccupied with clothing in Matthew 6:25 -30. James 2:2 -4
condemns preferential treatment, as did Jesus in Mark 12:38 -39 con cerning the Pharise
clothing.

Exodus 22: 26 -27 talks about clothing needed for protection from the elements.
Appropriate dress is talked about in Matthew 22:11 -12 and Genesis 41:14. Clothing was used
as a metaphor in Isaiah 59:17 (vengeance); praise in Isaiah 61:3; salvation in Isaiah 61:10; and
the virtu ous woman in Proverbs 31:25.

We also find that clothing had some mon etary value in the Bible A such as in Luke 22:36
and John 19:24. It was sometimes used as a gift in Genesis 24:53 and 45:22. It was used as a
reward after Joseph had interpreted-448hMoses askditfor dr e a
collateral in Exodus 22:26. We read about designer garments in Exodus 28:2 - 5 and when they
were stripped from Aaron in Numbers 20:26.

Color has some significance with purple and blue signifying royalty, Judges 8:26; Ester
8:15. These dyes were from a tiny shellfish and were a very labor intensive process to make the
dye. Deity was described as being clothed in white at the transfiguration in Mark 9:3 and saints
in heaven will be robed in white according to Revelation 3:5. There were also misuses of

clothing such as making a  mockery of a kingly robe by the soldiers in John 19:1 - 3 and used to
deceive in Joshua 9:5. Favoritism was shownmdanp Jo
colorso, Gesowesis 37:3

There is an example of miraculous wardrobe i clothing did not wear out whil e the people

were in the wilderness, Deuteronomy 29:5 - 6 and in Mark 6:56 people knew that if they touched



Jesus © robe they would be heal ed.

People tore their clothing when filled with emotion i Mordecai in Esther 4:1; king of
Nineveh in Jonah 3:8. Tamar put on widowos clothing i n Genes
expressed by the prodigal sonds father whheke 1512- r e g
24. Praise was shown to Jesus when people placed their cloaks on the donkey and put their
cloaks onthe path o n J e s u i@l entry in Matthew 21:7 - 8.

Although we are not to be preoccupied with our own clothing or not give preferential
