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Solomon 
 

        It is sometimes difficult to determine if Solomon is a godly or ungodly king.  As a baby, 
Solomon was loved by the Lord, which was seen when word was sent through the prophet 
Nathan to name the child Jedidiah (2 Samuel 12:24-25).  With such a promising beginning, it would 
seem Solomon would be favored by the Lord and that he would do no wrong.  3ÏÌÏÍÏÎȭÓ ÄÁÄȟ 
however, was a hard act to follow, as he was the king all other kings were measured against.[1]  
The Lord blessed Solomon with wisdom and wealth and God appeared to him twice (I Kings 11:9).  
Solomon began his reign building, furnishing, praying  
for and dedicating the temple, yet he became separated from God because of choices he made.  I 
believe this caused Solomon to be considered an ungodly king.             

 Though Solomon built a house for the Lord, his life was lived far from obedience to the 
Lord.  His first act as king was to carry out the murderous requests of his father (I Kings 2:28-46).  If

concerning these decisions; he should not have had blood on his hands.  The alliance as well as a 
marriage to Egypt was against Israelite law; this became the first of many foreign marriages, the 
initial step that lead him away from following the faith of his father.

Kings 11:1-6 that Solomon intermarried with many women, all from nations the Lord specifically 
told the Israelites not to intermarry with (Deuteronomy 23:3-8).  This harem must have been one 
the king worked on for many years.[2]

verse eleven the Lord says He will tear the kingdom away from Solomon.  Instead of devotion to 
the Lord, Solomon chose to follow Ashtoreth and Molech (I Kings 11:5), becoming syncretistic. The 
baby loved by the Lord separated himself from Him by following the gods of his foreign wives.  I 
certainly interpret this to mean Solomon was an ungodly king because he did not walk with God all 
the days of his life.

with certain people and bring them into a relationship with Yahweh.[4]   By his example, Solomon 
shows us that we should guard our lives from areas the Lord cautions us to avoid.  Even the child 
who grew up knowing the Lord, hearing the Psalms, ended up far from the God he knew.  The

our God.  The charge of David to Solomon found in 1 Kings 2:1-4 is one many of us have attempted 
to make to our own children: be strong, observe what the Lord requires and walk in His ways.  
Many of us have found that our children need to have their own faith, and that no matter how 
much knowledge of the Lord we have tried to instill in them, it is they who must make their own 
choice to serve Him, no matter how much it breaks our hearts when they choose otherwise.  The 
story of Solomon reminds all the faithful that we could be one generation away from apostasy.

wife died.  Jesse Watts and 
Miss Lou had two more sons, 

Ewell and Jesse watts Roberts.  The youngest son Jesse was Don Robertôs Father.  
Miss Lou, whom I know only by pictures and family-stories, seems to have been very 
intelligent and careful that her two boys would be ñwell-situatedò as the years flowed 
by.  Jesse Watts received the old family farmland and 1890ôs house.  Not much as 
world ñseesò land and house values these days.  But 18 year old Bertie Ellen 
Pinkerton, a young high school graduate, herself, in nearby Eaton, Tennessee, said 
YES when Jesse, Watts asked her to marry him.  She went to live in that old farm 
house in 1918 and spent the rest of her life there, except for about two years at her 
daughterôs , before her death at the age of 87 years.

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Together she and Jesse Watts reared nine children.  They were never hungry or 
without shelter, but had little money or ñextrasô in worldly goods.  All nine grew up 
finished high school, graduated from college with some going on to graduate school. 
 The ñother lineò of Beazley-Alsup includes Bettye Roberts.  In June 1912 or so 
Luther Abner Beazley graduated from high school in Nashville, Tennessee the very 
first in his family to do so, on either side.  In 1914 Allie Lee Alsup married Luthur.  She 
had finished 8th grade, the usual education for a young girl in those years.  Luthur held 
jobs of increasing importance, usually in the bookkeeping line.  Real estate and 
insurance never did quite pay enough so in 1927 the family moved to Chattanooga, 
Tennessee and a better job. 
 Later Bettye was added to the family as the fourth and last child.  All of these 
children also were taught ñwhen you go to collegeò not ñifò.  A doctor and three 
teachers came from this side of the story and each of these families grew more 
teachers, a preacher and several other doctors and medical workers. 
 Alonzo Beazley left Gallatin, Tennessee and walked to Nashville to look for work 
sometime in the 1870ôs.  Gideon Alsup Jr. saw the Civil War of the 1860ôs sweep away 
(ñGone With the Windò) his own fatherôs nice home and farm near Leganon, 
Tennessee.  ñDirt poorò is a southern idiom that could be used to explain both menôs 
backgrounds!  I have a deep feeling that Alonzo and Gideon, as well as John Watts 
and Miss Lou would be very proud of our Katherine, Everett, and Collier. 
 This June 2010 this family saga plays out once again as Katie and Rett are 
graduates from Buchholtz High School.  Katie plans to begin her college career at 
Santa Fe College in their new four year education program.  She truly loves and deals 
well with young children.  Rett enjoys much the drafting and drawing that come to him 
thru both wide of his family.  Rett plans to enter the University of Florida this  fall in the 
College of  Engineering.  Of course, these plans are subject to change at the tender 
age of 18! 
 Collier Campbell is our grandson of daughter-in-law, Sally in Texas.  She and 
Sam have almost finished the rearing of her two boys Andrew, the oldest has done two 
years of college.
