‘One of God’s main jobs is making people.  He makes them to replace the ones that 
die, so there will be enough people to take care of things on earth.  He doesn’t make 
grownups, just babies.  I think because they are smaller and easier to make.  That 
way he doesn’t have to take up his valuable time teaching them to talk and walk.  He 
can just leave that to mothers and fathers.’ 
‘God’s second most important job is listening to prayers.  An awful lot of this goes 
on, since some people, like preachers and things, pray at times beside bedtime.  God 
doesn’t have time to listen to the radio or TV because of this.  Because he hears 
everything, there must be a terrible lot of noise in his ears, unless he has thought of 
a way to turn it off.’ 
‘God sees every thing and hears everything and is everywhere which keeps Him pretty 
busy.  So you shouldn’t go wasting his time by going over your mom and dad’s head 
asking for something they said you couldn’t have.’ 
‘Atheists are people who don’t believe in God.  I don’t think there are any in Chula 
Vista.  At least there aren’t any who come to our Church.’ 
‘Jesus is God’s Son.  He used to do all the hard work, like walking on water and 
performing miracles and trying to teach people who didn’t want to learn about God.  
They finally got tired of him preaching to them and they crucified him but he was 
good and kind, like his father, and he told his father that they didn’t know what they 
were doing and to forgive them and God said O.K.’

It is good to 
know He’s around you when you’re scared, in the dark or when you can’t swim and 
you get thrown into real deep water by big kids.’ 
‘But…you shouldn’t just always think of what God can do for you.  I figure God put 
me here and he can take me back anytime he pleases… And… this is why I believe in 
God.’

There were 
over 300 people from 16 
different States.  We were 
able to see many of the 
regulars who always 
attend, plus meet many 
new workers.   
   One of those new to 
me was "Black Molly"- she 
is an amazing lady! She is 
neither black nor named 
Molly, her real name is 
Elizabeth Smith.  At age 21 she started her own truck and trailer sales company (where she 
got the handle of Black Molly).  Molly is 85 years old, works full-time at a university and goes 
to two prisons in Alabama.  She has survived two bouts with cancer and two knee 
replacements.  She has 35-40 women who teach with her in the prisons.  The day she was to 
speak to us the veneer came off one of her teeth.  They rushed her to the dentist to fix it so 
she would not miss her class.  She greets each day with “Thank you, Lord. How can I serve 
you today?”  
   Another sister who spoke had overcome drug addiction.  Dale Gray is now the director 
of Rainbow of Hope (ROH), a re-entry home for women in Alabama.  Her story is amazing.  
She is calm, with a “been there, done that, I wrote the book” attitude; she is a mentor to 
women at Rainbow House as well as the director.     
   This was a truly wonderful workshop.  Madison church did a great job hosting this event 
and all in attendance were blessed with information on taking the gospel to the jail and being 
encouraged by the Word of the Lord and the faith we all share.  
   Five Jail Doves from UCCC attended, two of them did all the driving (thank you Donna 
Brooker and Barbara Reichert) while all the others navigated (thank you Carolyn Jackson, 
Oretha Walker and Pat).  Everybody at the workshop seemed to know Pat and Gary Wyder 
and we were all welcomed with smiles!

The Sermon on the Mount 
 

In the last third of the Sermon on the Mount, we find Jesus teaching the disciples on the 

subject of judging others.  In Matthew 7:1-6, Jesus states:"Do not judge, or you too will be 

judged. For in the same way you judge others, you will be judged, and with the measure you 

use, it will be measured to you.  Why do you look at the speck of sawdust in your brother's 

eye and pay no attention to the plank in your own eye?  How can you say to your brother, 

'Let me take the speck out of your eye,' when all the time there is a plank in your own eye?  

You hypocrite, first take the plank out of your own eye, and then you will see clearly to 

remove the speck from your brother's eye.  Do not give dogs what is sacred; do not throw 

your pearls to pigs. If you do, they may trample them under their feet, and then turn and 

tear you to pieces.ó  Jesus did not mince words here.  I think those who gathered around 

Him had a clear understanding of what He meant concerning judging others.  He not only 

told them not to judge but warned them that if they did so it would return as a judgment on 

themselves.  This is a relational aspect similar to the Golden Rule found in Matthew 7:12.  

While applying the Golden Rule leads to positive outcomes and treating others better, 

judging others has a negative result to the one who judges. 

The teaching found in Matthew 7 is not about infractions of laws or disregarding the 

Lordõs commands, but it is how we interact with one another.  When I searched Crudenõs 

Concordance for the word ôjudge or judgedõ, there were separate listing for the various 

forms of each.  When I searched for Matthew 7 in these lists, it was grouped with scriptures 

relating to the Old Testament Judges.  I recall the Judges lead the Israelites in battle but 

they also listened to disagreements between individuals, as Deborah held court under the 

palm tree (Judges 4).  Because words with similar meanings are grouped in a concordance in 

this fashion, I assume that Jesusõ teaching on judging is referencing judgment of people and 

their behavior instead of concerns about abiding by the law. 

The Greek word for judge is òkrino.ó  Where we get the English word òcriticizeõ.; though 

we think of ôcriticizeõ in a negative light, it can also be used as a method of evaluating, 

which can be either positive or negative.  Every day we must make evaluations for common 

activities:  what is the weather like (we evaluate clothing choice); do I have enough gas in 

the car (so I can be on time for work), do I need to stop by the grocery store (we will need to 

eat today).  Jesus was not condemning us from these methods of evaluation, He was honing 

in on a specific type of evaluation which leads us to think more highly of ourselves than we 

ought. 

 In the teaching, Jesusõ use of imagery shows us, as well as tells us, why we should 

refrain from judging others.  The time and effort we spend in judging others will be 

returned to us in the same fashion.  When Jesus warns us that we should remove the plank 

in our own eyes before removing the dust in our brotherõs eye, it means we should focus on 
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correcting ourselves before looking out to criticize or evaluate other people.  This 

description indicates how predominate and innate judging is; if we are human, we judge. 

 Because of the relational aspect of judging, Christ has given us a reason to change 

our human nature.  The only form of judging that would be acceptable is addressed in the 

last sentence of the scripture.  The reference of giving sacred items to the dogs means we 

must exercise a form of judgment, that of common sense.  Common sense should not lead 

us to belittling others.  Christ is not prohibiting judgment as much as He is defining what 

type we should us.  If we have a more sympathetic spirit we are less likely to be guilty of 

making a negative evaluation of another person.1
